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CENTRIFUGE LAB
PURPOSE:  To separate the parts of a mixture from one another using a centrifuge
MATERIALS:  

Centrifuge

Coffee grounds


Vegetable oil


Centrifuge tubes

Draw a diagram of the setup that you see on the demonstration table
Label the parts of the setup.
PROCEDURE

1. Make a filter mixture of coffee grounds, water and vegetable oil
2. Pour equal amounts of the “dirty” mixture into six centrifuge tubes.
3. Turn on the centrifuge and let it spin for ten minutes.

4. Observe the test tubes at the end.

5. Wrap up questions
a. What happened to the dirty water?
b. Did the color change?
c. Where were the coffee grounds at the end?
d. Where was the oil at the end?
e. What color was the liquid at the end?
f. Why didn’t everything settle on the bottom of the test tube?
